- The Bible contains 3,566,480 letters, $10,697 words, 31,175 verses, 1,189 chapters, and
66 books.

- The longest chapter is Psalm 119 and the shortest and middle chapter is Psalm 117. The
middle verse contains 50 letters. The longest name is located in Isaiah 18.

- The word “and” occurs 46,672 times throughout the entire Bible while the word “Lord™
appears 1,885 times.

- Isaiah 37 and 2 Kings are alike. The longest verse in the Bible is the Esther 8:9 and the
shortest verse is John 11:35. Every letter in the alphabet except for the letter “J™ is
found in Ezra 7:21.

- The name of God is not mentioned in the book of Esther. The model prayer is found in John 7.
